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Transport, Storage and Installation Guidelines. 
Transport and storage: All items must be transported in a flat and stable way. Making sure that they are not racked, twisted or distorted, breaking the joints. OUR PRODUCTS CAN BE HEAVY LIFT WITH CARE. All items must be stacked on level bearers in a clean and dry environment, stacked off the floor and covered with a water proof sheet held up in the middle to allow adequate air flow. 

Supply only: Where we are contracted to supply only all timber exposed in the fitting process must be coated with at least one coat of a suitable coating to prevent water ingress. This is particularly important where end grain is exposed i.e. when the horns are cut off. 

All frames must be fixed according to good general practice. They must be adequately packed, fixed, foamed, mastic sealed and pointed to ensure that no gaps are left to allow water ingress. Where glass is supplied loose for fitting on site it must be glazed in accordance with glass and glazing recommendations or in accordance with the instructions of Hodgson Sealants D9 method of glazing (copies available on request). Double glazed units must be placed on setting blocks of a non-rotting material as specified, with glass and beads bedded on a suitable sealant/tape. Beads must be pinned 50mm from each end and every 150mm with non-rusting pins preferably stainless steel pins punched below the finished surface and filled with non-shrinking filler. Where glass is face “pointed” with putty all rebates must be sealed to stop oils being drawn too quickly from the putty and to ensure an adequate seal to the rebate and glass. Coatings should cover 2mm onto the glass to seal the joint between the putty and glass. Where vented and drained glazing is used drain holes or slots must be kept clear to allow ventilation around the edge of the unit. All items must be transported carefully around the site and stored flat and out of twist in a clean and dry area. Glass stored on site must be placed on suitable packers to protect against damage to the surfaces and edges. All ironmongery whether factory fitted or supplied loose must be properly maintained in accordance with the manufacturers guide lines including cleaning and lubrication. All ironmongery must be cleaned to remove all dust and debris from follow on trades and lubricated prior to hand over. 

General: All products must be regularly maintained to protect them from the elements and prolong their life. 

Ironmongery must be cleaned and lubricated in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions. Handles should be wiped with a clean soft damp cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners or polish. 

Glass is easily scratched and should be treated with great care; it should be cleaned with mild soapy water and a non-abrasive squeegee. Under no circumstances should glass be scrapped with abrasive items including metal blades and scrappers. Care should be taken when sanding ready for decoration as trailing paper can catch the glass. 

Paintwork should be washed down regularly with mild soapy water and dried with a soft cloth.  

Maintenance: All products supplied raw, base coated or primed MUST be coated as soon as possible preferably prior to installation. This must be done according to the manufacturer’s specification, and include all edges, rebates, tops and bottoms to give maximum protection. 

All coatings must be regularly reapplied according to the manufacturer’s schedule, include all edges, rebates, tops and bottoms to give maximum protection. This must be done before any defects appear in the finished surface. “Once the finished surface has broken the damage is done” 

Monthly: Products should be washed with mild soapy water, finished surfaces dried with a soft cloth and glass with a non-abrasive squeegee. DO NOT USE ABRASIVE CLEANERS. 
6 MONTHLY: Check all hinges are clean and free from debris. Lightly oil joints and pivot points. 

Espagnolette / multipoint locks should be cleaned and lightly oiled through the relevant face plate holes. Ultion lock cylinders should be lubricated with Lution XM (Never use oil on lock cylinders)

DO NOT USE EXCESSIVE AMOUNTS OF OIL AS THIS MAY STAIN THE TIMBER AND AFFECT FINISHES. 

YEARLY: Check the condition of all product finishes especially horizontal surfaces including glazing beads, cills, bottom rails and the bottom of windows and doors. These areas are particularly vulnerable to the abrasive effect of the elements and water ingress. This should be done at a suitable time of the year to allow any recoating etc. to be done in good conditions.  
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
